Chrome “Read Aloud” extensions 
Install a Chrome extension such as:
Read Aloud: A Text to Speech Voice Reader
Steps:
1. Install the extension from Chrome Web Store.
2. Open the Google Form.
3. Highlight the text you want read.
4. Click the Read Aloud icon.
It will read the content on the page.
Microsoft Edge Read Aloud 
If learners open the form in Microsoft Edge:
Steps:
1. Right click on the page
2. Select Read Aloud
Edge will read the form automatically.
No installation needed.
Windows Narrator
For accessibility users.
Steps:
Press:
Windows + Ctrl + Enter
Narrator will read screen content including Google Forms.
Mac VoiceOver
On Mac:
Press:
Command + F5
VoiceOver reads the page including form content.
Safari
Safari has built-in text-to-speech through macOS Spoken Content.
How to use it
1. Open the Google Form in Safari.
2. Highlight the text you want read.
3. Press Option + Esc.
or
1. Go to System Settings
2. Accessibility
3. Spoken Content
4. Turn on Speak selection
Then highlight any text in the form and press Option + Esc.
Safari will read the selected text aloud.
Firefox
Firefox does not have a built-in full page reader for forms, so the best option is a text-to-speech extension.
Recommended extension:
Read Aloud: Text to Speech
Steps:
1. Open Firefox Add-ons
2. Install Read Aloud
3. Open the Google Form
4. Highlight text or click the extension
5. It reads the page aloud.
